	INTAS and the Georgian National Science Foundation are organizing jointly a workshop, which will take place on 19- 21 April 2006 in Tbilisi, Georgia. 

The first part of the workshop will be dedicated to discussing the potential and the perspectives of scientific cooperation between the three South-Caucasian Republics, namely Armenia, Azerbaijan and Georgia and the INTAS member states1. In particular, a roundtable discussion will address the following issues: development of S&T policies, identification of S&T capacities and needs of Georgia, Armenia and Azerbaijan, achievements, problems and prospects of scientific cooperation between these three Republics and the INTAS member states. 

The second part of the workshop will focus on the INTAS collaborative call 2006 with the three South-Caucasian Republics. 
This collaborative call for research project proposals encompasses the following scientific topics: 

• Environmental problems, in particular water and food quality/production, rehabilitation of soils, climate change; 

• Public health problems, in particular endemic infectious and genotypic diseases; 

• Improved use of natural resources, including minerals and plants; 

• Modern problems of mathematics and astrophysics; 

• Economic development (new energy technologies; advanced information technologies, advanced material technologies including nanotechnologies, new marketing & economic schemes); 

• Science, Technology and Innovation policy. 

The workshop shall inform participants on the modalities of this call. Several parallel scientific brokerage sessions included in the programme will facilitate the initiation of project proposals for the calls as well as create fruitful discussions to enhance the development of S&T policies in the South-Caucasian republics. 

The workshop is primarily open to scientists from the INTAS members, from Georgia, Armenia and Azerbaijan and from the other NIS, as well as to other stakeholders of scientific policies in these countries, including representatives of public and private research institutions and representatives of the industry. It will be a unique forum for meeting leading South-Caucasian scientists and scientific policy makers. 
Participation in the workshop is free of charge. INTAS is offering attendance grants for this workshop for a limited number of participants from the INTAS member states and the NIS. 

Please register for attendance grants via the INTAS website before 12 April 2006. 
Accommodation in Tbilisi can be arranged through INTAS. 

INTAS attendance grants will cover a 4-nights stay.
